
 
COLLEGE SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 

 
NAME: San Diego Chapter of the Appraisal Institute College Scholarship Program 
 
ELIGIBILITY: Recent graduates, graduate and undergraduate students who majored in or are 

majoring in real estate appraisal, economics, real estate, or allied fields. Scholarship 
applicants must be United States citizens. The scholarships are primarily awarded on 
the basis of academic excellence and are intended to sponsor one or more current 
students or recently graduated student(s) (class level Junior or above) enrolled at San 
Diego State University, The University of San Diego, California State University 
San Marcos, Point Loma Nazarene University, and the University of California San 
Diego to attend any or all of the San Diego Chapter’s educational offerings 
(including luncheon meetings) free of charge for one year. Student applicants 
must be enrolled and must plan to be enrolled as students for the academic year 
beginning in the year when application is made. Recent graduates must have earned 
their degree from one of the above schools no earlier than the winter/spring 
semester/quarter in the year when application is made. Scholarship awards are 
limited to one per recipient.  

 
CASH AWARD: For current graduate and undergraduate students, this scholarship includes a $500.00 

cash award to your account to be used for the student’s tuition. For recently 
graduated students, the student will receive a $500.00 cash award after attending 20 
hours of Appraisal Institute education presented by the San Diego Chapter. 

 
 All decisions to award scholarship(s) are at the total discretion of the San Diego 

Chapter Board of Directors, are final, and can be based on the Chapter’s economic 
conditions. 

 
REQUIRED: A written statement from a real estate course instructor of your college 

recommending your application. 
 
 A brief signed statement regarding your general activities and intellectual interests in 

college: college training (college attended, number of years, and degree secured or to 
be secured); activities and employment outside college for the past four years (or 
longer, if pertinent); contemplated line of study for a degree; and the career you 
expect to follow after leaving college. (This statement should not exceed two pages.)
